Informal Classes
Informal Classes are a fantastic way to explore your potential interests.  Typically, classes cost less than $150 and last anywhere from one night to six weeks.  Check with your local community college or university for availability.
Community Colleges

When you’re ready to delve more deeply into a particular subject, seek out relevant classes at your local community college.  This method requires slightly more time and financial commitment than informal classes, but it can give you a solid foundation for pursuing your new career.

Universities

Universities are an excellent resource for researching career possibilities, meeting people active in your new field of interest, and earning any academic qualifications that may be required by your new career choice.
Graduate Schools
Although a graduate degree may not be required to pursue a career in your chosen field, in certain situations it can be the best or only way to become an active and respected member of that community.

Life Experiences and People You Meet
As exemplified by the women to the left, more often than not, the experiences you have and the people you meet during your life are the best resources for transitioning to a new career.  If you’re interested in a particular career or field, explore it.  Use whatever spare time and money you have to expand and sharpen your skills.  Contact and meet people who are active in that field.  Ask a lot of questions.  Volunteer.  Take risks.  Either jump in head first without a safety net, or slowly maneuver yourself towards that direction — whatever works best for you and your situation.  It’s never too late, you’re never too old, money can always be scraped together, and you can always learn whatever skills you need.  Water does not discriminate.
